After the reading session, teachers called students to 

circle time to discuss some of the things noticed by the children about themselves as read-

ers.  By doing this students are practicing metacognitive thinkingï thinking about their own  

learning.  In 4th grade, Ms. Davis had students work with their ñRock & Rollò partners to 

think aloud about PRIDE comprehension strategies.  Students were able to fulfill their so-

cial needs and practice new strategies for reading at the same time.  Second grade math 

students used ñpipe cleanerò abacuses to learn about math fact families in addition and sub-

traction.  Lots of learning continues every day!  We are proud of students and teachers.

                         What is the flu? 

 

Influenza (flu) is a contagious respiratory illness caused by the influenza virus. The virus at-

tacks the nose, throat and lungs. It is not the ñstomach fluò. The flu can be prevented by vacci-

nation. Symptoms of the flu include fever, headache, extreme tiredness, dry cough, sore throat, 

runny or stuffy nose, and muscle aches. Children have additional symptoms such as nausea, 

vomiting, and diarrhea. The flu is spread when an infected person who has the flu coughs or 

sneezes and sends the flu virus into the air. Flu also spreads when a person touches the surface 

of an object that has flu viruses on it. The virus then enters the body when the person rubs his 

or her nose. Just another good example of how important it is to wash your hands. The best 

way to prevent the flu is to get vaccinated annually. October or November is the best time to 

get vaccinated. Other measures to prevent the flu include: Avoiding close contact with people 

who are sick, stay home from work or school when you are sick, cover your mouth or use a 

tissue when you cough or sneeze, and wash your hands with soap and water.  

 

The CDC (Centers for Disease Control and Prevention) strongly recommends the flu vac-

cine in order to prevent death, severe illness and school and work absence. Children between 

2 and 17 years old are twice likely to get the flu than adults. Therefore, it is very important to 

protect not only the faculty and staff in schools, but also the students.

COOPERATION:   
Working together to do more than you can do alone   
Activities children engage in while growing up can prepare them 

to effectively work with others. How can we help kids see the 
importance of cooperation and begin to build a solid base for 

working with others? Children need to know that:  

 

¶ Individuality and cooperation go hand in hand. As important as it is 

to help children understand their unique talents and personalities, it is 
just as important to help them see how their uniqueness can comple-

ment others to accomplish more. Children need to see that cooperating 

with others confirms their individual worth and acknowledges the 
benefits of working toward a shared purpose.  

¶ Cooperation turns individual discouragement into shared success. 

Realistically viewing a difficult situation or task can be very discourag-

ing. The issue is not the analysis of the problem but the emotional 

response. Teaming up to tackle a task breaks what appears to be an 
overwhelming chore into achievable pieces. Children need to see that 

working cooperatively overcomes discouragement and multiplies the 

feeling of success.  

¶ Recognizing personal limits encourages cooperation. Learning to 

become a confident individual is important. But even the most self-

assured cannot do everything. Perhaps a benefit of difficult situations is 

that our personal limits are defined for us. Though such discoveries are 
somewhat uncomfortable, these times help us see where cooperation 

makes seemingly impossible tasks possible. 

 
CATCH YOUR CHILD SHO WING COOPERATION  

Note when your child works well with others, during playtime or doing 

chores. Notice when your child works cooperatively with younger or older 

children. Catch your child working together with other kids or coaches to put 
things back in their place.

A LITTLE LOVE & LOGICé 
Positive Reinforcement: Examples and Cautions  
If you've followed Love and Logic® for any period of time, 

you know how strongly we believe in holding youngsters accountable for their 
mistakes and misdeeds. As most of us have learned the hard way, the road to 

wisdom and responsibility is paved with plenty of small mistakes and their 

consequences.  
 

As we go about shaping the hearts and minds of our children, it's important to 

remember that this road is also paved with positives. While it's unrealisticéand 
not too healthyéto reward our kids every time they do something good, we're 

wise to remember the value of reinforcing good behavior and good deeds.  

 
The healthiest and most powerful types of reinforcement involve time and 

attention rather than stuff.  

 
Examples include:  

· Sitting on the floor with your toddler as you allow them to repeatedly 

 destroy your tower of blocks 
· Noticing something your teen has done well and patting them on the 

 back 

· Saying to your child, "It looks like you really worked hard on that. I 
 bet you're proud of yourself." 

· Playing catch 

· Doing a puzzle together 
· Etc. 

 

As we provide reinforcement, it's wise to remember the following:  
· Reinforcement is more powerful when it comes as a surprise to our 

 kids. 

· Reinforcement loses its power when our youngsters come to expect it. 
· Rewards should not be given every time our kids do something good. 

· When our kids beg for or demand rewards, they shouldn't get them. 

· Avoid saying, "You are so smart." Focus on your child's hard work 
 and perseverance. 

· Your love should never be used as a reward or a consequence. Your 

 children should have it all of the time. 
 

The most successful parents always remember that it's their job to give their 

kids the most accurate taste of the real world as possible. This means that we 
help them understand that much of the time hard work and good deeds pro-

vide positive results. It also means helping them understand that we do these 

good things because theyôre the right thing to doérather than because we 
expect rewards for doing them.
