Welcome back, Hayes Hawks! I am looking forward to a rockin’ year and am excited to share about our new character 

education program! 

  

―Core Essentials‖ is a character education program designed for grades K-5.  A different trait is emphasized each month. 

The trait represents common attitudes that most parents and teachers want their children to learn and demonstrate.  The 

program provides tools to bring together the campus, classroom, and home in a collaborative effort to teach and reinforce 

the monthly traits.  The tools are simple and straight-forward with the goal of helping students learn to treat others well, 

make smart decisions, and maximize their own potential. For each trait, there is an animal and color associated with it. On 

the first Tuesday of each month, we will kick-off the new trait by wearing a shirt of that color. 

  

Our character trait for September is WISDOM. 

 

The animal is a BOX TURTLE. 

 

The color is YELLOW. Wear a yellow shirt on Tuesday, September 1st. 

 

WISDOM: Knowing what you need to do and choosing to do it 

With all of the information available these days, we know lots of things, don’t we? We know we should be courteous to 

others, but sometimes we’re not. We know we should be polite and use good manners, but sometimes we don’t. We know 

we should eat things that are good for our bodies, but sometimes we don’t. Wisdom is about more than just storing more 

information. It’s about more than just accumulating more facts and gaining more knowledge. Wisdom is that next step. It’s 

putting that knowledge into practice.  

 

Wisdom is knowledge applied to everyday life. We can say, ―I know, I know‖ to so many things, but until we make the 

wise choice to apply the things we know, it’s just talk, isn’t it? This month, help your child to move beyond just knowing—

help them to do something with what they know.  

 

CATCH YOUR CHILD BEING WISE 
Core Essentials believes that a key way to help your child internalize the character values being taught is to ―catch‖ them 

demonstrating the value. Here are a few suggestions on how you can catch your child, and let him or her know you see 

them being wise.  

  

 Recognize your child as he or she applies the facts that they are learning to everyday life. For example, you may catch 

your child counting his or her change or trying to determine how much more money he or she needs to buy something.  

 Celebrate your child when he or she uses what they know to help those around them.  

 Reward your child for making good choices and doing the good things he or she knows they should do.

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Welcome Back Hayes Hawks!!! Just a few tips for the beginning of the year.  

 

 24 Hour rule- If your child has a fever, vomiting or diarrhea, Katy ISD guidelines state that he/ she must stay at home for 

24 hours. To give your child time to recuperate & protect classmates & teachers, the child must be symptom free without 

any aid of medications for a day before returning to school.  

 

Medicines- Children may NOT carry medicine with them at school- not even cough drops. If your child needs medicine at 

school, send a note completed by a parent or physician, plus the medicine in the original container. You or your child can 

drop it off in the clinic before class. The nurse is not allowed to dispense any medication to your child without your written 

permission and parent must provide the medication.  

 

Clinic- Please make sure that the school has accurate emergency contact numbers so you may be reached if necessary. Also, 

please make sure you have returned a completed Permanent Health Record for your child. If your child has a condition that 

you need to speak to me about, please call or come by the clinic.  

 

Flu- Hayes Elementary will be providing a flu clinic to the community on September 16th from 3-6 p.m. The shot will be 

$20.00 or if you prefer, the mist will be $30.00.  The Swine flu vaccination will NOT be available at this time. Please re-

member that if your child exhibits flu like symptoms, please keep them home.
