present. Third grade science teachers have used technology and interactive note-

books to engage students in learning about the human body systems: videos al-
lowed the students to travel through the body, interactive activities and quizzes

about these systems allowed them to assess their learning, and foldables and inter-
active notebook activities allowed students to record their observations and learn-
ing in an organized and fun manner. Hayes is an exciting learning place to be each

dress code provisions. In regards to dresses, shorts and skirts- they should be no shorter than

mid-thigh for all grades.
