All students want to be dressed in the latest and most fashionable attire available, but now that school has started, we 

would like to remind parents of some key components of the district dress code: 

All skirts and shorts must be no shorter than mid-thigh. This includes the running shorts that have been popular as 

of late. Some of them are very short, and do not meet requirements. Skirts can also ride up when walking or us-

ing backpacks and can be deemed inappropriate. 

Spaghetti straps or tank tops are not allowed. 

The very popular jeans with holes in them must comply with the mid-thigh rule. Any pants that have holes above 

mid-thigh are not allowed.
