Currently, I am 

focusing students on effective calendar planning.  Planning our days and weeks is 

such a great practice that needs our attention.  Each student sh ould have a blue 

òPlanneró that has a yearly calendar, Katy ISD calendar, and a hall pass in the back.  

It also has numerous other resources that are helpful.  I told the students to write two 

things in their planner everyday.  First, they should write the ir homework or no 

homework (NH).  Second, they should write what they are learning about that day 

(objective).  By doing this, you can see what they are learning about and if they have 

anything to do that evening.  Here is where you can help.  I encourage you to check 

their planner each day and encourage your child to write these things.  Each column 

has a space for the five core subjects and some extra spaces at the bottom.  If you 

need to say something to the teacher, there is a small space at the bottom for that 

too.  You can also monitor how many times your child is asking to leave the room by 

looking at the pass in the back of the planner.  

 

It is so important for students to plan certain things in their lives.  This skill will help 

in so many ways even if students are not very good at planning.  Since it is so 

important, I encourage all students to keep their planner in good condition careful 

not to bend and destroy the pages, spine, or cover.  If you need another planner, our 

assistant principal secreta ry, Janet Rushing, sells them.   

 

Thank you for your help in starting off a good year.  I am looking forward to 

continued success.

PreAp Guidelines  
 

PreAp courses are designed to challeng e motivated students and prepare them for 

success in college level coursework taken during high school and thereafter. 

Students should consider exiting a course if they do not maintain at least a òCó 

average.  Students who earn a failing grade at the end o f a grading period will be 

removed from the class unless recommended by the teacher or administrator.  

Teachers will advise students and parents if a student is struggling and if a change in 

your studentõs schedule is recommended, it is done with the desire to enhance the 

studentõs academic success.  

  

High School Courses in Junior High  
 

These courses will count towards the studentõs high school grade point average 

(GPA). Students must be present for 90% of class days to receive course credit.  

Students who withdraw from a high school credit course after the tenth day of the 

semester cannot be scheduled into another high school credit course because of the 

90% rule.

Students must have their own clean copy of the novel or a good supply of sticky 

notes. Writing in the novel is much easier and less expensive. Students will hone 

their annotating skills by finding examples of literary ter ms in the text. Additionally 

they will be mastering summarization and main idea.
