4. If the application requires a counselor &/or teacher recommendation: Request                                 
recommendations from your teacher(s) and counselor at least 2 WEEKS in advance.  Make sure 

you have completed the ñPurple Packetò! 

5.  Make sure you fill out the Counselorôs Checklist in the Counseling office if you need your              

counselor to complete any portion of the application or write a letter of recommendation. 

6. Fill out a transcript  request form, make sure you include $1.00 for each transcript as well as 

an  addressed envelope with proper postage!

Horatio Alger Scholarship (Deadline: 10/30/2009) - $2,500-$20,000.  Students’ parents should have an adjusted gross income 
of $50,000 or lower, be involved in extracurricular and community service activities, have a 2.0 minimum GPA, and be a US citizen.

Coca-Cola Scholars Program (Deadline: 10/31/2009) - $10,000-$20,000.  Applicants should be seniors with a 3.0 minimum 
GPA and cannot be related to Coca-Cola employees.  www.coca-colascholars.org 

University of Texas at Dallas Eugene McDermott Scholars Program (Deadline: 11/1/2009) - over $130,000.  Students 
should have minimum SAT reasoning scores of 2100 or ACT of 32, be in the top 5% of their class, and have long records of community 
volunteerism and leadership in school.  They should also have broad and eclectic interests in science, literature, and the arts, and have

Chinese Professional Club Scholarship Fund (Deadline: 11/1/2009) - $1,000-$2,000.  Students must be a minimum 1/4 
Chinese descent.  Applications will be evaluated based on scholarship, leadership, essays, and financial need.  www.cpchouston.net 

Ron Brown Scholars Program (Deadline: earlyñ11/1/09; final-1/9/10) - $10,000 for four years.  Students must be high 
school seniors of African American descent, US citizens or permanent residents, and have an outstanding academic record.  Students

Principalõs Leadership Award (Deadline: Tell your counselor of your interest by 11/15/2009) - $1,000-$12,000.  This 
scholarship allows high school principals the opportunity to recognize a student leader by nominating him or her for this award. 

First Freedom Student Competition (Deadline: 11/23/2009) - $750-$3,000.  This national essay contest offers 9th-12th grade 
students an opportunity to compete for a scholarship as they examine religious freedom, its history, current importance, and relevance

Gates Millennium Scholars (Deadline: 12/11/2009) - based on financial need.  Students must be African American, American      
Indian/Alaskan Native, Asian Pacific Islander, or Hispanic American.  Students should have a minimum GPA of 3.3 on a 4.0 scale and have 
demonstrated leadership abilities through participation in community service, extracurricular, or other activities.  Students must meet the 
Federal Pell Grant eligibility criteria.  http://www.gmsp.org 

All-ink Scholarship (Deadline: 12/31/2009) - up to $5,000.  Students must be US citizens or permanent residents with a minimum 
GPA of 2.5.  http://www.all-ink.com/scholarship.aspx 

Baylor University Carr P. Collins Scholar Program (Deadline: 1/31/2010) - $3,750 per year.  Students must have a minimum 
1250 on the SAT reading and math sections or a 28 on the ACT.  Students should be in the top quarter of their graduating class and be a

Texas Student Housing (Deadline: 1/31/2010) - Scholarships are limited to students who will be attending college in Austin, College 
Station, or Denton, TX.
