1. Contact the college for an application or find the website for the online application. 

2. Contact collegeboard.com or  actstudent.org to have your scores mailed directly to the college. 

3. Fill out the application neatly and completely. Type or use black ink. 

4. If the application requires a counselor &/or teacher recommendation: Request                                 
recommendations from your teacher(s) and counselor at least 2 WEEKS in advance.  Make sure 

you have completed the “Purple Packet”! 

5.  Make sure you fill out the Counselor’s Checklist in the Counseling office if you need your              

counselor to complete any portion of the application or write a letter of recommendation. 

6. Fill out a transcript  request form, make sure you include $1.00 for each transcript as well as 

an  addressed envelope with proper postage!
