Morton Ranch High School is a public, four-year
secondary school with an enrolilment of 2735 students
in grades nine through twelve, the largest high school
in Katy ISD. The Class of 2008 has 619 students. The
Morton Ranch teaching faculty is composed of 210
teachers.

Morton Ranch High School is accredited by the
Texas Education Agency and the Southern

The school day consists of seven class periods which
meet five days a week.
