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 As hard as it is to believe, our 8th year has come to a close at Creech Elementary!  We ended 

the year with 942 students in 45 homeroom sections in ECAP ï 5th grade.  During the 2007 ï 2008 

school year, we have listened/read 20,640 books for the Kindergarten Storytime Star program 

and 2,712 hours of reading for 1st grade Fluency Flyers.  We have also accumulated over 5,074  

Accelerated Reader points in grades 2-5. We have added over 283 library books through the 

Birthday Book Club  and Legacy programs. Our library has circulated over 50,000 books. We 

love to READ at Creech Elementary! 

Students have walked or run at least 42,000 miles on the track and  raised $6,735 for 

School Walk for Diabetes.  Students collected $1,226 from Boxtops for Education.  SCE raised 

$7,180 for the Komen Race for the Cure.  The nurse saw 5297 visitors to the clinic and she dis-

pensed over 1389 doses of medicine. We held 163 special education ARD meetings, screened 88 

for the gifted program, and taught 105 ESOL students to become more proficient in English.  We 

have recycled 40.5 tons of paper products in our recycling program which has brought $1,087 to 

our school and includes a $500 award for exceeding our 27 ton goal.  Our ink/toner  recycling pro-

gram, which is new this year, had earned $202 for Creech. 

 Our 234 Volunteers contributed over 17,500 hours of service to our school.  Market Days, 

combined with our rebates including the Kroger Share cards, has earned almost $8,000.  The fall 

Cookie Dough fundraiser raised over $32,000 and the Sock Hop brought in over $22,000.  Our 

Creech Dads in Action, along with our Library Volunteers, Jr. Achievement, Hospitality, Monday 

Folders, Sock Hop, Fundraising, Spirit Wear, Banking, Cultural Arts, Indoor / Outdoor Beautifica-

tion, Grade Level Coordinators, Marquee, School Store, School Supplies, Directory, Rebates, Lit-

eracy Library, Art Room, and Workroom volunteers are just some of our fabulous PTA programs 

which are staffed and funded by the Creech community.  These numbers just scratch the surface of 

what has been accomplished on campus this school year! Most importantly, we have provided a 

solid educational experience for over 900 students. Huge thanks to our students who diligently 

worked each day to do their best and display cosmic citizenship. Our teachers and staff deserve a 

rest this summer after the intense dedication they have given to our students during 2007-2008. 

We celebrate the successes of many in our community. We had 24 students participate in 

Destination Imagination.  They formed 4 teams.  Two Students placed at the District level with 

photography and dance entries in the PTA Reflections program.  Two students sang beautifully as 

members of the KISD Elementary Honor Choir.  One studentôs ñCowboyò art was selected to rep-

resent Katy ISD in Austin for the Texas Art Educators Association Capitol Exhibit.  This 100 piece 

exhibit represents the highest quality of work throughout the state from students in kindergarten 

through twelfth grade. 

Our teachers had many successes this year as well. Mrs. Clanton, Mrs. Mason, Mrs. 

Ogier, Mrs. Rolph, and Mrs. Thrash were the top nominees for Teacher of the Year honors on 

campus. Mrs. Heather Thrash, one of our Kindergarten teachers, was elected as our campus 

Teacher of the Year.  Mrs. Joanie Lisman was honored by her alma mater as she was inducted into 

the Lamar University Educator Hall of Fame.  So much of what happens on campus would not be 

possible without the dedication of our many volunteers. 
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Congratulations to our Volunteer of the Year, Maggie Boyle!  Creech also has had the following VIPS put 

in over 500 hours of service this year:  Robin Early, Stephanie Faulk, Melissa Nixon, Dina Russell, Kristin 

Vigeant, and Jo Walker.   In addition, Stephanie Faulk, Melissa Nixon, and Melissa Nunmaker have all received 

the Presidential Lifetime Achievement Award for volunteering over 4,000 hours at Creech.  Incredible! 

The PTA also has continued the tradition of honoring PTA members for dedication to the purposes of the 

PTA. These honorees typically have established a relationship with the schoolôs efforts to enrich the educational pro-

gram for our children and teachers. Congratulations to the 2008 PTA Lifetime Award recipients ï Jacque Hollo, 

Carol Stoltman, and Geri Terry.

 *Living in Texas means increased exposure to the sun. 

 *Making Sun WISE choices can help prevent some skin cancers. 

 *Everyone is at risk for skin cancers, no matter what skin color. 

 *Plan for the day before starting out. Be aware of the daily forecast and plan for 

  sun protection (hat, sunglasses, sunscreen, protective clothing, and shading 

 devices). 

 *Choose a sunscreen with at least a sun protection factor (SPF) of 15 or greater. 

 *Sunscreen must have time to activate before protection begins; apply it 30 

 minutes before going out into the sun. 

 *Avoid being in direct sunlight from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. 

 *Cloudy skies do not block the harmful UV rays, only the sunlight. 

 *Children need extra protection. Seek shade for play, cover their eyes and head. 

 *Children less than six months of age should not be exposed to direct sunlight.
