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Compulsory Attendance:  It’s the Law. 

One of the keys to student success is being in the classroom each and every day. As such, the State of 

Texas has in place compulsory attendance laws that require a student be in attendance each school day 

for the entire time instruction is provided. Parents whose student is in violation of these laws are subject 

to prosecution under TEC 25.093, while the student is subject to prosecution under TEC 25.094. 

Starting December 1, when a student has accumulated 10 unexcused absences in a six-month 

period, or on three or more days or parts of days in a four week period, a compulsory 

attendance notification letter will be sent to the parent (excused absences do not count 

against a student for compulsory attendance purposes). That is why it is very important to 

call the school every day that your child is absent so we can determine whether the absence 

is excused or unexcused.    

The compulsory attendance letter, which is automatically generated by computer and sent by the 

district’s attendance officer, gives the parent notice that their student has accumulated excessive 

unexcused absences. The parent is given a five-day grace period from receipt of the letter to correct any 

discrepancies.  

If after six business days from receipt of the compulsory attendance notification no corrections are made, 

then a court warning notice will be sent. The court warning will notify the parent of the potential of 

being filed on in court when one of the compulsory attendance statutes is violated. Should the student 

receive additional unexcused absences, a criminal charge will be filed with the district attorney’s office.

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Math 

Help! Teachers in Grades 1-5 are noticing that many students are not practicing their basic math facts at 

home.  As the amount of curriculum covered increases, these students are at a disadvantage.  They get 

bogged down with computation and are not concentrating on the new concepts being presented.  

Learning basic facts required practice.  This can be done while riding in the car, sitting in a restaurant, 

waiting at the ball field or with the more traditional flashcard approach.  Audiotapes and CDs are 

available at teacher supply stores.  Try varied approaches to learning facts – some students respond to 

flash cards, others to games with dice (roll the dice and add/multiply the two numbers) or music/charts.  

Immediate recall of basic facts has a tremendous impact on a child’s ability to do higher level math 

skills.  The junior high teachers tell us that this is the number one predictor of success in six grade math.  

So please, help us drill math facts whenever and wherever you can.
