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Steps:

1. Welcome (Martha)
2. Katy ISD’s Raptor System (Darlene Rankin, Katy ISD)
· Following the initial pilot scheme at 3 campuses, the Raptor Visitor Tracking System will be implemented at all campuses over the next 6 weeks, with the last schools planned to be online April 3rd.

· All visitors and volunteers will be required to wear a Raptor ID badge in addition to/instead of their VIPS name badge.

· Raptor will access national sex offender databases.

· All Katy ISD employees will wear their official name badges.

· A volunteer entering the school for the first time will have their ID scanned, and on subsequent visits the volunteer’s name will be on the “quick find’ list to speed up the log in process.

· Volunteers chaperoning field trips will also be required to wear Raptor name badges. Contact your campus for any questions about the procedure to obtain the Raptor name badge.

· The Raptor system will be in use when the front office is staffed. Volunteers and visitors attending after school activities will not be required to wear a Raptor name badge.

· Raptor name badges should be returned to the front office when leaving the campus. Raptor will track visitor attendance so that during an emergency or fire drill all visitors on campus can be accounted for.

· It is possible that a ‘false positive’ result may show. Campus administrators will address this situation if it arises.

· In the future it may be possible that Raptor can be used to track volunteer hours.

· Parents will receive a postcard in the mail informing them of the installation at their student’s campus.

3. Hours with Kathy H.
